Supervision and Direction





The Lifeguard takes direction from the Pool Manager and Assistant Pool Manager.  The Board of Trustees hires for this position.





Duties and Responsibilities





The Lifeguard's prime responsibility is the safety of all patrons in the pool area.  When on the stand, the Lifeguard is primarily responsible for the safety of those in the pool.  The lifeguards shall:





Supervise the pool and the surrounding area to assure the safety of the members and guests.





Enforce Swim Club rules, regulations, and ordinances governing the conduct of persons using the facility. Identify and report those whom repeatedly fail to follow rules and lifeguard enforcement actions to the Manager, so the Manager may take remedial action for their compliance.





Perform duties as outlined on daily checklist (see attachment).





Report unsafe conditions or situations immediately to the Manager.








Work Hours





Lifeguard is an hourly position.  Work is scheduled on a weekly basis by the Pool Manager and will be posted in the Swim Club office.





Normal operating hours are:





11:00 A.M. to 8:00 P.M. Monday through Saturday; until 9:00 P.M. during a four to six week period (see the Pool Operating Calendar),





1:00 P.M. to 8:00 or 9:00 P.M. Sunday,





Teen Nights: 7:00 P.M. to 9:00 P.M., and





Preteen Nights: 7:00 P.M. to 9:00 P.M.





�
The GUARD is responsible for checking the work schedule and being ready to be on the deck on time.





Hours vary.  Lifeguards are required to work days, nights, weekends, and holidays.





Hours are subject to change depending on the weather and crowd. Guards will be released from duty during periods when the pool closes for inclement weather. The Manager may keep one or more guards on duty to perform necessary work that was not accomplished before the pool closed.  When the pool re-opens the Manager will call the guards scheduled to work at that time.





Requirements for the Position





The Lifeguard must have a valid American Red Cross Lifeguard Training Certificate and behave in a mature, responsible manner.





The Lifeguard must be willing and capable of performing any of the required duties.





Persons with Water Safety Instructor (WSI), First Aid, and Cardio-pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) are preferred.

CLEAN AND DISINFECT BATHROOMS.





CLEAN CLUBROOM AND OFFICE.





HOSE DOWN AND SWEEP THE DECK





SWEEP POOL WALLS.





EMPTY TRASH CANS AND REPLACE LINERS, PLACE FULL TRASH BAGS IN THE TRASH SHED, AND REPLACE LINERS IN THE EMPTY TRASH CANS.





BRING IN SAFETY EQUIPMENT.





PICK UP ALL ITEMS LEFT AT THE POOL, AND STORE IN OFFICE.


STRAIGHTEN LOUNGE CHAIRS AND STACK THE STRAIGHT CHAIRS IN THE DESIGNATED AREA.
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
